“In the first milli-second, a pinprick of purplish-red light 
expanded to a growing fireball hundreds of feet wide. The 
temperature at its core was 50,000,000 degrees centigrade.  
The flash heat started fires a mile away and burned skin two 
miles distant. Stone columns were rammed straight down 
into the ground. People were vaporized. 62,000 other 
buildings, out of a total of 90,000 were destroyed.  All
