
Supplies: Building blocks 

Hey Victory Kids! Did you know that God made YOU for something special? Even before you were born, He had 
a plan just for your life. Today, we’re going to learn about a man named Moses—and how God had a big plan for 
him too! 

(Hold up building blocks) 

These blocks are all different, but they fit together just right to build something amazing. That’s like you! God made 
you just right for His special plan.  

SAY IT: God made me for something special! 

A long, long time ago, there was a little baby named Moses. He was born in a place called Egypt where some 
people didn’t want Hebrew baby boys to live. But Moses’ mommy loved him so much that she made a basket boat 
and gently placed baby Moses in the river to keep him safe. Guess what? God was watching over Moses the whole 
time! The basket floated right to the princess—Pharaoh’s daughter—and she picked him up and said, “I’ll take care 
of this baby!” Moses grew up in a big palace like a prince. 

When Moses got older, he saw someone getting hurt by a mean person and made a big mistake when he hurt 
the person being mean. He felt afraid and ran far away into the desert. He thought maybe God couldn’t use him 
anymore. But God hadn’t forgotten Moses! One day while Moses was taking care of sheep, he saw something 
amazing—a bush that was on fire but didn’t burn up! When Moses got closer, a voice came from the bush—God’s 
voice! God said, “Moses! I have a big job for you. Go and help My people!” 

Moses felt nervous. He said, “But I’m not good at speaking! I don’t know if I can do it!” But God told Moses, “I will 
help you. I will be with you.” Moses didn’t have to be perfect—he just had to trust that God made him for something 
special. 

Just like God was with Moses, He is with us too.  

DO IT: Put your hands on your heart

SAY IT: God is with me! 

God knew Moses’ name. And God knows your name too! Even before you were born, He knew all about you—your 
smile, your laugh, your favorite color, and your big heart!

DO IT: Point to yourself 

SAY IT: (direct the children to say this loud) God knows my name! 

Moses’ story had some good things and some not so good things, but God used every part of it for something 
good. That means even when we mess up or feel unsure, God still has a good plan for our lives. 

SAY IT: God has a good plan for me! 

 
PRAYER: Dear God, thank You for making me special. Thank You for knowing my name and loving me every day. 
Help me to follow You. In Jesus’ Name, Amen.
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LESSON Questions - 10 mins

Question 1: Did God make you for something special? (Yes) 
Question 2: Did God talk to Moses? (Yes) 
Question 3: Does God know your name? (Yes) 

4YRs - 1st GRADE
Question 1: Who did God speak to in the burning bush? Moses 
Question 2: What did God ask Moses to do? Help His people 
Question 3: What’s one way you can follow God this week? (Various answers)

2 & 3YR OLDS

Items Needed: Good Ground Matching Memory Game

Connection: Matching pairs from Bible stories and people we have discussed  

Directions: Lay memory cards face down. Have students turn them over two at a time to find matching 
pairs. Continue to play until all matches have been found. 

Activity 1: Match-Up Memory Game

Activity 2: I’M SPECIAL CIRCLE GAME
Items Needed: Music, bean bag

Step 1: Have the students sit in a circle 
Step 2: Play Music and pass the bean bag
Step 3: Once the music stops, whoever is holding the beanbag is out!

Activity 3: Bubble party
Items Needed: Bubbles and music! 

We’ve got some extra time today, so let’s spend it worshipping and dancing with bubbles!

crAFT OR cOLOrING SHEET (use 1 or 2 OPTIONS depending oN class AGE & TIME)
God Says You Are
Items Needed: Syhood 24 Set God Says You Are Craft Kit, Glue

Connection: We are special because of who God says we are  

Step 1: Assemble the Base -Start by gluing the circular center, leaves, and large sunflower petal pieces 
together to form the main flower shape 
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God Made Me Special

Items Needed: Coloring sheet and crayons. 

Connection: God created each of us for a special purpose

Step 1: Distribute the coloring sheets and allow time to color. 

Step 2: Add the Word Petals - Each petal has a phrase like “God says you are...” peel and place these 
stickers onto the petals around the center disk. Press firmly to ensure they stick. 

Step 3: Attach the Hanging Rope - Thread the included rope or string through the top hole in each 
assembled sunflower and tie a knot. Now it’s ready to hang!
