The Shield of Faith blocks lies and fear. 

DO IT: Hold out your hands to block fear with your shield

SAY IT: That’s the Word of God! 

SAY IT: God protects me!

God doesn’t just protect you—He chose you! A long time ago, there was a boy named David. He wasn’t the tallest 
or the strongest, but God saw David’s heart and picked him to be king! 

That’s because God looks at what’s inside, not just outside. And guess what? God picked you, too! Even if you’re 
small or young, you can do big things with God’s help—just like David! 

SAY IT: God Chose Me!

Not only does God protect you and choose you, but He also made you special, on purpose! You didn’t come from 
an accident. You came from God’s heart. He made your smile, your voice, and everything about you all because 
He loves you. The Bible says you are God’s masterpiece. That means He made you just right!

There is only ONE of you in the whole world! You were made to shine like a Victory Kid! 

DO IT: Give yourself a big hug! 

SAY IT: God made me just right! I am a Victory Kid! I am Victorious! 

PRAYER: Dear God, thank You for making me strong with Your armor. Thank You for choosing me and making 
me special. Help me to live like a Victory Kid every day. In Jesus’ Name, Amen.

Ac#v$ 3: BUBBLE PARTY 
Items Needed: Bubbles and music!

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Monthly Theme: I’m a Victory Kid

Items Needed: Small round or square mirror sheet (safe acrylic, 4–6 inches),  sturdy paper plate or foam 
sheet (for the frame), Foam stickers or precut shapes (hearts, stars, crosses, etc.), Self-adhesive letters or 
marker for writing name, glue sticks/glue dots, Crayons or washable markers.

Connection: Identity in Christ - I praise you because you made me in an amazing and wonderful way.” – 
Psalm 139:14 (ICB) 

Step 1: Give each child a paper plate or foam base with the center cut out OR have them glue their mirror 
sheet into the center of an uncut plate. 

Step 2: Add Mirror Peel and stick the mirror sheet onto the center of the plate if it isn’t already attached. 

Step 3: Decorate the Frame - Let kids use foam stickers, shapes, or crayons to decorate around the 
mirror 

Step 4: Help each child write or stick letters of their name on the frame
