Supplies: Blindfold

Hey Victory Kids! Have you ever had to trust someone? (Show the blindfold) Maybe you had to close your eyes or cover
your eyes and hold their hand while they helped you walk? That’s what faith is believing someone even when you can’t
see everything.

DO IT: Close your eyes, hold your hands out and pretend to walk in place. (Great job)
SAY IT: | can trust Jesus! (There was a man in the Bible who was a soldier)

SAY IT: Can you say soldier. (He had a sick friend and asked Jesus to help. Sometimes we may be sick and we ask God
to help us with our boo boos. The solider asked Jesus to, Just say the word, without coming to see my friend and my
friend will be better!” And guess what? Jesus healed the friend right away, without even going there!)

DO IT: Stretch your arms out wide and shout, “Just say the word, Jesus!”

SAY IT: “Faith believes Jesus!” (The soldier didn’t see Jesus heal his friend, but he still believed. That’s called faith! We
can believe in Jesus even when we don’t see what He’s doing).

DO IT: Pretend to put on faith glasses

SAY IT: “| believe Jesus!” (The soldier knew Jesus had the power to help just with His words! Jesus is powerful, and
we can trust Him with anything).

DO IT: Pretend to put on faith glasses

DO IT: Let me see your muscles? (Flex your muscles)

SAY IT: “Jesus is strong. He has all power!” (Jesus was so happy with the soldier’s faith. When we trust Jesus, it makes
Him smile!)

DO IT: Point to your heart.
SAY IT: My faith makes God happy!

PRAYER: Dear Jesus, thank You for loving us. Help us trust You even when we can’t see everything. We believe You are
strong, kind, and always with us. In Jesus’ Name, Amen.
