
Under the Big Top, we hear true Bible stories that help us learn about God’s love. Today’s story teaches us 
something very important: God still hears us when we turn back to Him and pray. Last week, we learned that 
Samson stopped listening to God. Today, Samson’s life looks very different. Samson is no longer strong. He 
feels sad and tired. From the outside, it looks like Samson’s story is over. 
SAY IT: Samson felt sad. 
DO IT: Put your hands on your cheeks and make a sad face. 

But the Bible tells us something important. Even though Samson made mistakes, God did not forget him. 
The Bible says Samson’s hair began to grow again. This showed that God was still paying attention to Samson. 
SAY IT: God still cares! 
DO IT: Point to your heart. 

Samson did something very important. He prayed. Samson talked to God and asked for help. Samson 
didn’t hide or pretend he was okay. He turned back to God and prayed. 
SAY IT: I can pray to God! 
DO IT: Fold your hands together. 

And guess what? God heard Samson’s prayer. God listened when Samson turned back to Him. This teaches 
us something special: when we pray, God listens, too. 
SAY IT: God hears me! 
DO IT: Put your hand by your ear. 

God didn’t help Samson because he did everything right. God helped Samson because He loves His 
people. The same is true for you, when you don’t do what’s right, and you ask God to forgive you, He will help 
you because He loves you, too. 
SAY IT: God helps me! 
DO IT: Give yourself a big hug. 

At the end of Samson’s story, God showed where real strength comes from. The strength didn’t come from 
muscles or hair. The strength came from God. 
SAY IT: God is strong! 
DO IT: Show your muscles. 

God hears us when we pray. God helps us when we turn back to Him. God’s power is always greater. 
SAY IT: God hears me when I pray! 

PRAYER: Dear Jesus, Thank You for loving us. Thank You for hearing us when we pray. Help us turn back to 
You and trust You. We love You, Jesus. In Jesus’ name, Amen.

LESSON Questions - 10 mins
2 & 3YR OLDS
1.	Did Samson pray to God?  (Yes) 
2.	Did God forget Samson when he made a bad choice? (No) 
3.	Can we pray to God, too? (Yes)
4.	Does God listen when we talk to Him? (Yes) 

4YRs - 1st GRADE (If yoU have 1st graders yoU caN let them be yoUr helper).
1. What did Samson do when He needed help? He prayed. 
2. Did God hear Samson’s prayer? Yes. 
3. Where does real strength come from? God. 
4. What can we do when we need help? Pray to God   
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Activity 1:StRONgmaN Relay
Items Needed: 2 inflatable dumb bells, painter’s tape for start and finish lines. 

Connection: There was more to the strongman’s story, and God gave him strength one more time. 

Step 1: Mark the start and finish lines with painter’s tape. 
Step 2: Two students will pick up the inflatable dumb bells and race to the finish line. 
Step 3: The first student to reach the finish line with the dumb bells wins.

Items Needed: None 

Connection: God hears quiet prayers. 

Step 1: Leader whispers a short phrase. 
Step 2: Kids try to repeat it. --

Phrases: 
•	 “God, help me.” 
•	 “God, I need You.” 
•	 “God, thank You. 

Step 3: God hears us even when we whisper
